e Do not use if patient’s body size is too small or too large to fit appropriately into the

standard size range of the LOCK 3000 Belt.

to secure tubing/catheter.

e DO NOT remove Safe Strip(s) while tube or catheter is attached. To remove Safe
Strip(s), first unfasten Safe Strip strap(s), releasing tubing/catheter.

e DO NOT place Safe Strip edge in contact with tube/catheter where tube/catheter
enters the LOCK 3000 or damage may occur.

e DO NOT use hot water to wash. DO NOT place in a dryer. (Please refer to
care instructions.)

e LOCK 3000 Belt should be replaced if hook and loop closures (Velcro) no longer
adequately secure adjustment straps.

e Device is NOT sterile.
